The 2009 Calendars are in!

All of these calendars are in the .dba file format. That is the format used by the Palm Desktop calendar. To install the calendar on your Palm, you simply download the file, unzip it, and using Palm Desktop go to File and then Import the downloaded file. 

The 2009 US holidays are free. The major holidays are included and if the holiday is a Federal holiday that is noted. A note file is included listing each holiday so you know what you will be installing before you install it. 

You should backup your Palm Desktop Calendar prior to installing any of the .dba files by clicking File then Save All. This way, if you do not want the .dba file after installing it, you can click File then Revert. Note that Revert is only effective if used within the auto save time of your Desktop.

Each .dba file is separate. You pick which calendars you want to install and which you don't. If you don't want to install all the calendars but would still like to have easy access to the different holidays you can do the following trick.

Using Palm Desktop, create an additional User by clicking, Tools, then Users. A window will appear. Click 'New..' and create a new 'User' by naming is anything other than your HotSync name. You can create as many different calendars as you like using this method. Next, while still using the newly created 'User', Import the .dba file of your choosing and that is it. The calendar will appear while using this 'User' only. It will not HotSync to your Palm but will be redily available for reference.
